EMAPS (Electronic Maps to Assist Public Science) is a three year EU funded project 

to develop tools and techniques to map controversies. The subject of the project is 

adaptation to climate change. The project brings together data scientists, designers, 

social scientists, programmers and coders from across Europe to explore how 

visualisation and mapping techniques can be used to provide new insights. 

The main tool used to produce our maps are data ‘sprints’. Over 5 days our team and 

others work with a small set of experts on an area to investigate an area of 

controversy. In January we held our first sprint in Paris on international negotiations 

on climate change. 

We are planning our third sprint in Oxford from the 22nd to the 26th of April within 

the Geography Department. We will be inviting students and researchers from across 

the University of Oxford to come and contribute to the sprint.  

The focus of the Oxford Sprint will be Local Adaptation projects. We have experts 

who will be setting research questions confirmed from IIED, ODI, and WeAdapt.
